Course title

Introduction to Japanese Cultural History

Topics and course structure

The course is intended as an introduction to the cultural history of Japan. The course will clarify the main stages of
Japanese history, focusing on the analysis of literary, philosophical and artistic works whose knowledge is
particularly important for a better understanding of Japanese culture.

Objectives

The course aims to give students a solid base of knowledge about issues of historical, literary or artistic production
of Japan. Students will be able to effectively synthesize the knowledge gained enhancing the specificity of
Japanese culture and integrating them with the knowledge gained in other disciplines. Students will learn to use the concepts and themes of Japanese culture in the critical analysis of contexts of everyday life, work environment and social interaction, developing an attitude of constructive dialogue between different realities, and the identification of networks of similarities and differences. As for the
independence of judgment and the strengthening of communication skills, teaching urges students to express independently its own opinion and arguments for effectively. The ability to learn is stimulated through participation in class and the presentation and discussion of the materials provided by the teacher.
