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Aims

The course provides the basic principles of analog electronics, concerning electronics device operations, bias
condition, and signal processing.

Contents

Introduction to analo electronics, with the study of simple circuits with diodes, MOS transistors and operational
amplifiers.

Detailed program

Electrical network theory. Semiconductor diode, Bias. Use of the diode for large signals. Small signal equivalent
circuit. MOS Transistor. Operations, bias point, small signal equivalent circuit, gain stage with a transistor.
Operational amplifier: circuit with an operational amplifier. Simple circuits of analog signal processing (charge
preamplifier, shaper, etc….). Experiments with CAD software.
