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Aims

Deepen principles, concepts and professional values guide nursing action: insights into the Italian Deontological
Code of Nursing Professions (2019). Know a method for the analysis of ethical and professional behavior in clinical
situations and value conflicts. Approach topics related to equity of care and rationality of services, ethical issues of
end of life; clinical and care research and experimentation: bioethical aspects.

Contents

The aim of course is to introduce the student to know the historical and epistemological pathway that led to the
birth and the development of nursing care in Italy and in the world.

The student will also be able to critically analyze the ethical and deontological aspects present in the professional
context; deepen the knowledge of the code of ethics national and some internationally recognized nursing codes,
address the most relevant professional ethics issues through the use of the decision model of Fry and Johnstone
(e.g. ethical dilemmas, conflicts of values and assistance problems encountered in the practice of professional
practice); to deepen professional principles, concepts and values; know and discuss topics related to bioethics
such as end-of-life ethical issues, aspects related to the objection and the conscience clause research and clinical
and care testing, fairness of care and rationality of services; resource allocation; nurses’ ethical considerations
during a pandemic. Aspects related to ethical responsibility.

The knowledge of this aspects will be the essential to read the modern health context and promote, through the
professional regulations and problems, the development of a critical thought at the bottom of the research and the
practice.

Assessment method
