The course is preceded by a lesson in which some aspects of contemporary science will be illustrated and
discussed, from excessive competition for re-search funds and academic positions, to the constant growth of
publications, from the uncritical use of bibliometric indexes to ethically questionable behavior.

After the course, the candidates will be able to approach a project proposal according to the standard sections
required by most of the proposal templates, in particular:
• Objectives
• Methodology including transversal aspects
• Workplan including Work Packages, Tasks, Deliverables, Milestones
• Impact
• Communication, Dissemination, Exploitation
• Project Management
