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OBJECTIVES:

To be able to critically problematize different ideas of teaching/learning.

To be able to use essential theoretical references to understand the implicit and explicit dimensions and variables
in the teaching–learning process.

To be able to observe and analyze some fundamental communicative, relational, and methodological
characteristics of a teaching situation.

To know the different teaching methodologies in relation to the various learning theories.

PROGRAM:
The course is structured into three modules:



The first focuses on the analysis of the teaching situation and key concepts such as didactic transposition and the
didactic contract.

The second develops classroom communication in its relational and cognitive implications.

The third addresses the relationship between learning models and teaching methodologies, with particular attention
to active methodologies, also in connection with the organization of spaces, time, and materials.

METHODOLOGIES AND TOOLS:
The course includes interactive face-to-face teaching, consisting of dialogic lectures, discussions and group work,
case analysis, observation and critical analysis of videos, and practical exercises.

ASSESSMENT METHODS:
A minimum attendance rate of 70% (two modules out of three) is required to be admitted to the final assessment.
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
